Courses 
Several levels of intensive German courses: 
 
Basic level I, II or III  (levels A1-B1) 
Suitable for:  Beginners with little or no basic knowledge of the German language  
Contents:  Basic grammar, basic vocabulary, pronunciation training, reading and listening 

comprehension, written everyday communication, first steps toward free speech, 
cultural studies 

 
Intermediate level I, II or III  (levels B2.1-C1.1) 
Suitable for: Participants with good elementary knowledge  
Contents: Repetition and development of grammatical skills, development of vocabulary, oral and 

written communication in everyday and professional situations, conversational 
strategies, free speech, free text production, cultural studies 

 
Advanced level I or II  (levels C1.2-C2) 
Suitable for:  advanced students with a good or very good command of German 
Contents: grammatical structures for professional use of language, working with texts, reading 

strategies, conversational strategies, discussions about German, European and 
international contemporary issues, stylistics, literature, cultural studies    

 
Economic German 
To be combined with levels Intermediate III , Advanced I or II 
 
German for engineers 
To be combined with levels Intermediate III, Advanced I or II 
  
There are two additional classes for examinees that take place in the afternoon:  
Zertifikat Deutsch-Training (to be combined with Basic level III or Intermediate level I) 
DSH- und TestDaF-Training (to be combined with Advanced level I or II) 
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Placement test 
All classes are Monday - Friday from 09:00 - 12:30 (break included). 
The participants will take a placement test on the first day of classes to make sure everybody is placed 
in the most appropriate class based on their knowledge. 
 
 
 
Course instructors 
The instructors of our German classes are experienced professionals in the field of academic language 
teaching and exams on all levels. 
 
 
 
Classrooms  
The courses take place in the University of Applied Sciences in the centre of Aachen.

TestDaF (subsequent to Advanced Level I or II) (in September only)   
  September:  23.09.2008 
 
Participants of one of those examinations will have to pay an extra fee. 
 
 
 
Accomodation 
For all participants of the language classes, there is the opportunity to stay in furnished single rooms in 
central students’ residences for the duration of the course. All rooms have access to shared showers 
and kitchens as well as internet access.
